A field of 59 members including 7 guests attended today’s event played at the 
Cranbourne Golf Club. The bottom half of the course was affected by the recent 
high rainfall, with carts being banned on holes 1 to 8, so the field was adjusted for 
those with carts to start on hole 10 and were then required to walk holes 1 to 9. 
 
The waterlogged ground was really only noticeable on holes 5, 6 and 7 and the 
surrounds of the 2nd green, with the rest of the fairways and all the greens in very 
good condition. Most of the bunkers on the front nine were hard packed due to the 
sand being very wet. 
 
The morning conditions were very windy and the high winds persisted all morning 
but at least the predicted rain did not eventuate. The conditions made scoring 
difficult and only six players scored 32 points or above. The Golflink “Daily Difficulty” 
for the event was recorded as “+2” by Golf Australia once all the results had been 
entered, highlighting the difficult conditions.
